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In an effort to promote awareness of the Parks and Recreation industry, NJRPA has developed a student scholarship program.  It is the intent of NJRPA to reward students who show professional promise and demonstrate exceptional competence in our profession.

· All New Jersey High School students that pursue recreation and park courses are eligible for a one-time scholarship up to $500.00.
· All New Jersey resident Undergraduate students concentrating on Recreation, Parks and Leisure Services field are eligible for a Scholarship up to $1,000.00.
· All New Jersey resident Graduate students pursuing their Master’s Degree in Recreation, Parks and Leisure Services field are eligible for a one-time Scholarship up to $1,000.00.
Applicants will be judged on their academic achievement, leadership, co-curricular and supplemental activities, personal philosophy, professional involvement, career goals,

and quality of written work submitted.
(Undergraduate students must have a 2.75 GPA

Graduate students must have a 3.0 GPA)
